Knit Beret
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BEGINNER
Beret fits most women.

MODA DEA™ " Tweedle Dee™" : 1 Ball No. 8911 Blue
Heather.

Circular Knitting Needle: 6.5mm [US 10.5] — 16".
Double Point Knitting Needles: 6.5mm [US 10.5].
Crochet Hook: 5.5mm [US1-9].

Yarn needle.

GAUGE: 15 sts=4"; 19 rows = 4" in Garter stitch. CHECK
YOUR GAUGE. Use any size needle to obtain the gauge
given.

With circular needle, cast on 78 sts. Knit 3 rows. Join being
careful not to twist. Now work in rnds:

Rnd 1: K2, * yo, K2tog, K2; rep from * around.

Rnd 2: Purl.

Rnd 3: Knit.

Rep Rnds 2 and 3 until approximately 3 3/4" from beginning,
end by working Rnd 2.

Shape Crown: (Note: Change to double point needles when
sts no longer fit comfortably on circular needles).

Rnd 1: K2, * drop next stitch from left hand needle, K7; rep
from* to last 4 sts; drop one, K3 — 68 sts.

Rnd 2 AND ALL EVEN NUMBERED RNDS: Purl.

Rnd 3: K1, * K2tog, K5; rep from * to last 4 sts; K2tog, K2 —
58 sts.

Rnd 5: * K2tog, K4; rep from * to last 4 sts; K2tog, K2 —48
sts.

Rnd 7: K4, * K2tog, K3; rep from * to last 4 sts; K2tog, K2 —
39 dts.

Rnd 9: * K3, drop one; rep from * to last 3 sts; K3 —30 sts.
Rnd 11: K2, * K2tog, K1; rep from * to last st; K1 — 21 sts.
Rnd 13: K1, [K2tog] 10 times— 11 sts.

Rnd 14: Purl.

Cut yarn leaving along tail; thread through remaining sts at
least twice, draw up firmly, fasten securely.

FINISHING: Sew ends of first 3 rounds together. Weavein
loose ends. Gently tease each dropped stitch all the way back
to the beginning.

With right side facing and crochet hook, join yarn and work
50 sc evenly around cast-on edge; do not join but work 2 more
rnds sc. Fasten off.
